Dear Parents and Carers, 
I am writing to you in light of some comments and opinions I have received in relation to this term’s attendance reward. I would like to stress that the attendance reward will be a termly event and if your child hasn’t managed 100% this term then there are 5 more terms left this academic year and therefore plenty more chances to achieve 100%.
A number of parents have brought to my attention the need for hospital appointments for ongoing health conditions, I appreciate this is out of your control and I will not be including hospital appointments within the 100% however we will require a copy of the hospital appointment letter or appointment card.
